The Timothy Program believes that the head of each household should be trained
to become the priest in his’her own home. Thistask defines the function of a pastor,
that is, thetrainer of heads of households. The Timothy Program further believesthat
the home should be the center of a family's spiritual growth.

"Now the overseer must be above reproach, the husband of but one wife,
temperate, self-controlled, respectable, hospitable, ableto teach, not given to
much wine, not violent but gentle, not quarrelsome, not a lover of money.
He must manage hisown family well and see that his own children obey him
with proper respect. (If anyone does not know how to manage his own
family, how can he take care of God's church?) He must not be a recent
convert, or he may become conceited and fall under the same judgment as
the devil. He must have a good reputation with outsiders, so that he will not
fall into disgrace and into the devil'strap."

1. All Scripture Quotations are from the New International Version unless otherwise
noted.

2. Studentsare called "Head of Household" throughout the Timothy Program Leve One.

3. The weekly lessons are designed in simple outline format. The curriculum is de-
signed to teach studentsto ''think for themselves."
